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Description:

The “N.O.W. & Then” Geography Class is a one semester class where student will learn how people, places, and environments are connected and interdependent. Students will understand the ways in which cultures change and maintain continuity. We will learn about the types and patterns of settlement, the factors that affect where people settle, and processes of settlement development over time. Finally, we will study how the geography of places in the past influenced events in the past and helped to shape the present. The class will be taught through a series of Project Based Learning activities and events that teach the above concepts via a geographical case study of the RFK School campus & its history over the last 100 years.       (In other words, we will be learning about people, places and environments around the world and especially here at the RFK School by researching what and who was here before we got here! The class will have lots of projects, guest speakers, field trips and tons of fun!)
Classroom Behavior Expectations:

Students are expected to consider the values of Respect and Responsibility in everything that they do.  Students are responsible for having all of their needed supplies noted below and to take care of their folders that they are expected to keep organized and leave in class. 

Absences and Tardiness:

If a student is absent they must check their folder for returned work or for new work that needs to be completed. Each student will need to have the following for class everyday: 1- loose leaf paper package, 1-graph paper package, 1-multi-colored pen (blue, black, green, red- all in one pen or one of each is acceptable), at least 2-pencils with erasers, 1-packet of colored pencils, 2-different colored highlighters, and 1-pocket or pencil box to hold materials. *Students need to have these supplies by Monday, September 12th. 
Grading Scale & Assignments:

A 100-90%, B 89-80%, C 79-70%, D 69-60% (Tests=40%, Quizzes=5%, Projects=45%, Class & Homework=5%, Class Participation=%5)
· Each unit will be based on a problem posed and a project to research and discover possible solutions. 
· You will have weekly quizzes on the way in or out of class. 

· A “N.O.W. & Then RFK Ambassador Community School Tour” will be the final project at the end of the semester along with creation of a website and history of the RFK Community School Map.
